What? - Document analysis on 108 English Voluntary National Reviews that included reporting on SDG

(3) Results: frequently reported challenges

1. Waste...
- separation: at source and facility
- infrastructure (adequate facilities & logistics)
- recycling capacity: increased waste streams & changing nature of waste

Policy recommendations

1. Improve waste policies and mechanisms
- Recycling & reuse have serious challenges in all groups: can technology solve waste problems effectively?
- Are economically attractive mechanisms needed for the recycling/ waste industry?
